The
ONew Normal 6
recovery will be character-
ized by lower consumer
spending, tighter lending
standards, constricted ac-
cess to capital that could
stifle entrepreneurship, and
continued industrial consoli-
dation.

The global economic regions
outside the U.S. that are -
expected to do the best in
the coming recovery are
Asia (especially China and
India), and the western
hemisphere countries of
Canada, Latin America and
the Caribbean. This forecast
bodes well for Florida and
Nassau County whose trade
in these regions is already
significant and growing.
