The company has seen,
a 5-fold increase in business
volume over the past 6
years, and plans to

double its growth
yet again when the
economy begins to
recover later this gg
year.

Mr. Ferrin began his briefing
with an update on new con-
tainer terminal operations
at Dames Point. The Mitsui
0.S.K. terminal, which is
operated by Mitsui subsidi-
ary TraPac, is now fully op-
erational but, due to the
current economic downturn,
is only expected to operate
at about 40% of capacity
during its first year of opera-
tions. Korean ocean carrier
Hanjin recently signed an
agreement to develop its
own terminal adjacent to
Mitsuids over
eral years. Itis expected to

become operational some-
time around 2014, about

vi | | e 8 s thetime of the opening of

the newlyrenovated Pa-
nama Canal. Once both ter-
minals are fully operational,
they are expected to gener-
ate 1,800 direct and 4,000
indirect jobs in the Jackson-
ville region. Ferrin pointed
out that the economic im-
pact of these operations will
be the equivalent of Jack-
sonville hosting three Super
Bowls every year. The next
step in Jaxpo
development strategy will be
to dredge the St. Johns River
to a depth of at least 47

feet. This will allow the new
OPoPsatnamaxo6 cl
container ships to call on the
Port of Jacksonville as the
first port-of-call in North
America after transit of the
Panama Canal. This port
improvement has the poten-
tial to position Jaxport as the
third-busiest container port
on the Atlantic seaboard
behind only the ports of New
York/New Jersey and Savan-
nah.

Of continuing concern to
Jaxport officials during this
new surge of growth are the
challenges of moving con-
tainer traffic efficiently from
dockside to regional distribu-
tion centers where the con-
tents of the containers can
be routed to their final desti-
nations. There are presently
$13 million worth of road
improvement projects in the
pipeline to handle increased
truck traffic around Dames
Point, including major up-
grades to the Highway 9A
Heckscher Drive interchange
and a new flyover at the -
Highway 9AI95 interchange.

Rail transport has the poten-
tial to relieve stressed roads
and highways if funding can
be found to build ondock

rail facilities at Dames Point.
There are plans on the draw-
ing board to construct a rail-
road Intermodal Container
Transfer Facility (ICTF) on
the Mitsui site parallel to

Hi ghway 9A.

this facility would connect to
the CSX railroad line which
runs northward along U.S.
Highway 17 into Nassau

r County. CSX is looking for

ways to connect that rail line
to its main northssouth trunk
line which passes through
Callahan and Hilliard in
western Nassau County.
This connection would allow
CSX to move container cars
directly from the port to its
southeast regional classifi-
cation and sorting yard in
Waycross, Georgia.] Con-
struction of the ICTF will be
dependent on the volume of
containers that can be
moved most efficiently by
rail rather than by truck. Itis
difficult to say at this time
whether that volume can be
achieved in the shortto
medium-term future.
